2010 legislative session.

CACI, your state chamber
of commerce, successfully
beat back misguided
policies that would have
enabled fraud in workers’
compensation, punished
companies with high-compensation earners, increased employee lawsuit

abuse and challenged the tax incentives on which Colorado companies rely to
compete. Many business taxes were increased under the damaging mantra
that “business needs to do its share” to fund the state budget shortfall. CACI's
answer was, “No, what the state needs its businesses to do is create jobs

and attract investment.” CACl's position prevailed in most cases, thanks to
extraordinary member expertise, support and testimony; CACI's effective, highly
regarded lobbying team; business community collaboration; and pro-business
legislators who took the long view.

CACI Position: Oppose | Bill Status: CACI position prevailed - Died on 5/5/10 in Senate Judiciary Committee

HB 1012 would have limited the ability to use public surveillance to defect fraud in workers' compensation claims; would
have also required the destruction of all materials collected during surveillance no later than 5 years after claim resolution.
(Al testified against this bill and the bill was defeated. Sponsors: Rep. Pace, Sen. Carroll

CACI Position: Oppose | Bill Status: Died on 4/15/10 in House Second Reading

HB 1269 would have allowed employees to sue employers for pain and suffering damages, punitive damages and attorney’s
fees in state employment lawsuits; would have increased job-related litigation risk to every private-sector employer while
exempting state and local government employers. Sponsors: Rep. Levy & Sen. M. Carroll

CACI Position: Oppose | Bill Status: Died on 4/07/10 in House Committee on Business Affairs and Labor

HB 1397 would have required companies to provide specific amounts of sick leave based on the size of the husiness,
and required an employer to allow a roll-over of paid sick leave to subsequent years. Sponsor: Rep. Peniston

CACI Position: Oppose | Bill Status: Signed into Law |  Effective: 2/24/10 through 6,/30/12

HB 1190 imposes a temporary 28-month sales tax rate of 2.9% on the storage, use or consumption of energy, coal, coke, fuel
oil steam, nuclear fuel or gas used in processing, manufacturing, mining, refining, all industrial uses, building construction,
and other uses. Sponsors: Rep. Pommer & Sen. Heath

CACI Position: Oppose | Bill Status: Signed into Law |  Effective: 2/24/10

HB 1192 permanently eliminates Special Reg. 7 exclusion for taxation of software and expands sales-and-use tax for
standardized software. CACI worked with the Governor's Office, Department of Revenue and the sponsor to amend

HB 1192 to exclude the taxation of certain standardized software including ASP software and maintenance agreements.
CACI members testified in opposition to HB 1192. Sponsors: Rep. Pommer & Sen. Heath

CACI Position: Oppose | Bill Status: CACI position prevailed - Died on 4/30/10 in House Committee on Finance

HB 1263 would have limited the amount of state income tax deduction for salary or “other compensation” paid to an
individual for personal services to $250,000 when computing taxable income. The bill received significant opposition
from CACI, CACI members, partner local chambers of commerce, and other business organizations. The sponsor killed
his bill in the first committee of reference. Sponsor: Rep. Pommer

CACI Position: Oppose | Bill Status: CACI Position Prevailed - Died on 4/28/10 in House Committee on Finance

HB 1396 as introduced would have completely eliminated the Colorado enterprise zone tax credit program. This program
encourages companies to locate and expand in areas where business investment is needed and helps Colorado compete
with other states for business investment. Sponsor: Rep. Judd

CACI Position: Oppose | Bill Status: CACl Position Prevailed - Died on 5/04/10 in House Second Reading

HB 1429 would have created an uncertain business dimate that discouraged business investment in Colorado. The bill
required the finance committees of the House and Senate fo jointly conduct meefings on an annual basis to review fax
credits and exemptions, and determine whether they should be confinued, repealed, or modified. Sponsor: Rep. Weissman

CACI Position: Oppose | Bill Status: Signed into Law | Effective Jan 1, 2011

HB 1200 as amended caps the amount of the enterprise zone tax credit to $500,000 for income tax years beginning
Jan. 1, 2011 through Jan. 1, 2014, and requires a taxpayer to defer claiming any amount of the credit allowed that
exceeds $500,000 to the 2014 income tax year. It specifies carry-forward terms. Sponsors: Rep. Hullinghorst & Sen. Heath
