Cohen also founded the Denver Sports Commission, helping bring major events like the 
MLB and NBA All-Star Games, the Women’s Final Four and the Hockey Frozen Four to the 
Mile High City, and is active in the U.S. Olympic movement as a founding member of the 
U.S. Olympic & Paralympic Foundation, Chair of the Games Hospitality Committee, and a 
member of the bid committee for Salt Lake City’s successful bid for the 2034 Winter 
Games.  

Guided by a belief that leadership extends beyond business, Cohen invests time and 
resources into economic and community development initiatives through the Denver Metro 
Chamber of Commerce, Downtown Denver Partnership and Visit Denver, and advancing 
education through the Colorado LiftED Foundation. Cohen has also mentored and 
supported countless students at MSU Denver through the Cohen Pacesetter Scholarship 
Program. 

A Kansas native with degrees in Risk Management and Finance from the University of Texas 
at Austin, Cohen also holds the prestigious CPCU designation. He’s a member of YPO Gold 
the and the Council of Insurance Agents & Brokers, and has earned accolades including 
the “Most Admired CEO Award,” multiple Hall of Fame inductions, the Denver Business 
Journal’s inaugural Diversity, Equity & Inclusion Award and the Colorado Women’s
