Ozone – Proposed Changes to National Ambient Air Quality Standards (NAAQS) for ground-level ozone

· Federal Register:  Dec. 17, 2014
· Comment deadline:  March 17, 2014
· Final Rule:  October 1, 2015 (Court ordered by Oct. 31, 2015)
· Background: What is “ozone” – O3 mixes with NOX & VOCs at ground level, creating “smog”
· 60-65 ppb standard proposed in 2010; President Obama halted process b/c economic impact too great, delayed 2008-level implementation for two years
· Most expensive regulation to-date: $18B from CO GDP (2018-2040), $11B compliance costs
· Non-attainment means loss of federal funds, halts all development 
· CACI letter to delegation, EPA & Congressional Committees of jurisdiction requesting they ask EPA to keep ozone regs at current level (75ppb) so states can implement previous standards from 2008 (to be sent this week)
